Totally Terrific Toad !
Materials
· Any patterned toad/frog like greenish/brownish fabric, large enough to cut 2 bodies (see pattern)
· piece of stripey or plain jersey type fabric (old T shirt is great), at least 25cm long x 12cm wide for the legs/arms
· small amount of stuffing
· small amount of contrast embroidery thread for top stitching round the body and around the eyes and for the mouth
· scraps of felt for the hands/feet
· 2 beads or buttons or googly eyes for the eye centres
· machine thread for stitching body together
1.  Cut 2 bodies from the toad fabric adding 0.5cm turning all round.
2.  Cut 2 arms and 2 legs from the jersey fabric – 25cm x 3cm.  When cut, stretch each arm and leg slightly in length, to make the long edges curl over.
3.  Tack the two arms and two legs in the places shown on the pattern to the right side of one of the body pieces, on the seam allowance line, raw edge of body to short raw edge of arm/leg, so that when the body is turned the right way out, the arms legs will be attached in the correct way.  You will need to coil the arms and legs out of the way over the body piece, whilst you place the other body piece over the top, right sides together.
4.  Pin, tack and machine around the bodies, leaving a gap at the bottom edge for turning out and for stuffing. (see marks on pattern)
5.  Turn out the body to the right side, checking that the arms and legs are in the correct positions.  Lightly stuff the body and close up the gap at the base using small hand stitches.
6.  With 3 strands of the embroidery thread, top stitch by hand about 0.5cm all round the body going through all the layers.
7.  Cut out the outer eye shapes from some of the felt scraps and hand sew them in place at the top of one side of the body using running or back stitch.  Add a bead, button, googly eye or French knot for the centre. (See pattern)
8.  With embroidery thread, back stitch a cheeky mouth!
9.  From the rest of felt cut out 4 hands and 4 feet.
10.  Sandwich one of the arm ends into the 2 hand shapes and hand or machine stitch in place and all round the edges.  Repeat for the other hand and each of the 2 feet.
11. Loosely knot the arms together not far from the hands, so that your toad can be hung up. If you wish, make a loose knot in the middle of each of the legs to give your toad knees.  It is ready to hang loose!
