Funky recycled chickens
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Materials

Four pieces of bubble wrap about 10” (25cm) square

Brightly coloured plastic carrier bags, only small amounts needed.

Snippets of fabric from the waste bag

Two sheets of silicone (baking parchment) paper

Toy filling or scraps of polyester wadding

A stone to weight him down

Two black beads for eyes
To make the chicken

Lay one sheet of bubble wrap on top of a sheet of silicone paper, making sure the paper is larger.

 Then place the fabric scraps to cover the surface, this can be random or planned.

 Lay another sheet of bubble wrap on top and then cover with another sheet of Silicone.

 Take to the iron, (an adult should supervise this if you are young) and iron with a medium to hot iron until the two sheets of bubble wrap have bonded together.

Repeat with the other two sheets of bubble wrap. Don’t forget the silicone!!
Ask an adult to rotary cut both pieces to a square.

From the carrier bags cut a square about 4” (10cm) and fold in half twice. This is his beak so adjust if you think it is too small or just put further into the chicken if too large. Use the corner with the fold to the top to form the beak.

 Cut a comb for the top of the head and a wattle (see picture)

Secure all these inside two adjacent sides with double sided sticky tape.

With wrong sides together stitch these two seams. Sew the third side (the one opposite the comb) leaving an opening to insert the filling and perhaps a large stone to weight down.

Cut three largish triangles of carrier bag for his tail feathers.

To form the chicken shape the last seam is with the two seams meeting in the centre to form a humbug shape. Place the tail triangles overlapping into the seam before you sew closed.

Now fill your chicken, insert a stone if you wish and sew closed the opening. Add beads for eyes.
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
