Beardy Santa
This Christmas decoration can be stitched by machine or by hand.  The one in the photo was hand sewn.

Requirements

White fleece – approximately 56cm x 95cm in all
Navy felt  - 17cm x 25cm for the backing + a little more for 2 hanging tabs 12cm x 3cm
Scraps of Christmas fabrics for the hat

2 small black buttons for the eyes
Tiny amount of stuffing for the nose

3 gold or silver star sequins

Glue stick – small amount
505 spray glue – a few sprays

2 red buttons

1 thin green garden stick

Red, white and green machine threads or embroidery threads if sewing by hand

Pinking shears

Cord or ribbon to attach to the stick for hanging

1.  Cut out the paper pattern pieces.

2. Cut out the fleece and Christmas fabrics as shown on the pattern pieces.

3.  Cut out one backing piece of white fleece – 19cm 27cm.

4.  With pinking shears, cut out the navy felt backing piece – 17cm x 25cm and the two hanging tabs.

5.  505 spray glue, the two backing pieces together with the navy felt on top of the fleece.  Machine around the rectangle, a little way in from the edge of the navy felt with contrasting thread, using a large zig zag, or a running stitch with embroidery thread, if sewing by hand. 
6.  Lightly and sparingly add some glue stick to the back of the Christmas fabric pieces and glue them to the corresponding white fleece pieces, checking that they are the correct way round.  There should be a small border of white fleece as shown in the placement pattern.  The long part of the hat is designed to tuck under the hat brim and the hat pompom at the top.  The bottom edge of the hat brim and face, will later fit under the moustache.

7.  With matching red or green thread, carefully machine or hand sew with a straight stitch, the Christmas fabric onto the fleece pieces.

8.  Place and pin the hat and face pieces onto the navy side of the backing piece, using the Placement Pattern as a guide, and making sure that the long hat piece is tucked under the pompom at the top and under the hat brim at the bottom, so that none of the navy felt shows through at these joins.

9.  With white thread, machine or hand sew on the white fleece, just outside the Christmas fabric, through all three layers including the backing ones.  Use a longer stitch on the machine as the stitches are going through thicker layers.  Sew down the main hat piece first, then the hat brim and then the pompom.

10. By hand, sew a double running thread around the circle of white fleece for the nose.  Place a little stuffing in the middle and then draw up tightly and sew off.

11. With a longer stitch, machine or hand sew the two moustache pieces together, 0.5cm in around the edge.

12. Using pinking shears cut out the beard from the rest of the white fleece – 25 pieces, 20cm long x 1.5cm wide.  Knot once, up to half of the strands in different positions.

13. Thread all the strands of the beard onto a piece of double white thread.  Draw up to fit the face behind the moustache.  Hand sew with large straight stab stitches to the backing.
14. Sew on the moustache to the beard, in a line down its’ centre, and by catching the two ends with a stitch or two to the backing.

15. Sew on by hand, the stuffed nose and the buttons for the eyes.

16. Sew on by hand the three stars to the backing, as in the photo.

17. Sew the two navy felt hangers onto the backing, with the red buttons.

18. Cut the green stick to be a little longer than the width of the hanging.  Thread through the hangers and attach the cord with knots, to the stick.

19. You can brush on a little blusher to Santa’s nose and cheeks for a cold winter glow!

20.  Santa is ready to hang up!
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
