TRAVEL  GAME  -  NOUGHTS  AND  CROSSES
(made from mostly re-cycled materials - jeans and shirts)
Materials needed:
· 1 or 2 pairs old jeans (depending on size)
· 1 old shirt
· pelmet vilene – a piece 72cm x 72cm or enough to cut 9 squares, 8cm x 8cm
· adhesive vilene – a piece 29cm x 29cm medium weight
· 1 glue stick
· machine thread to match, tone or contrast with the fabrics  
· 1 x 80cm long tape, ribbon or shoelace to tie up the game for travelling
· scissors for cutting paper
· scissors for cutting fabric
· pencil or biro for marking shapes
· piece of cereal packet card
· 2 pieces greaseproof paper
To make the game:
1.  Prepare the jeans and shirt by cutting off the thick seams, open out the fabric and press flat.
2.  From both the jeans and shirt fabric cut out -
· 1  square 30cm x 30cm from both fabrics to make the game board
· 9 squares 10cm x 10cm = 9 of jeans + 9 of shirt
3.  From the pelment vilene cut out -
· 9 squares 8cm x 8cm
4.  Cut out the nought and cross template.  Stick them onto the cereal pcket card with the glue stick, then cut them out again from the card.  Your nought and cross templates are ready!
5.  From the leftover denim scraps, draw around each of the templates with the biro, varying using the lighter and darker sides of the denim, and cut out the shapes.  You need 9 altogether, so you decide if you want 5 noughts and 4 crosses, or vice versa!
6.  Now glue the noughts and crosses denim shapes onto the 9 denim 'counters'.  Play around with the shades of blue so that there is a contrast of colour, and the shapes are clearly visible.  You don't need lots of glue – it is just to keep the shapes in place for stitching.
7.  Now make up your 9 counters.  Each should have 3 layers.
· 1 square of old shirt on the bottom
· 1 slightly smaller square of pelmet vilene in the middle
· 1 square of denim with a nought or a cross on the top.
8.  Stick the 3 layers together using the glue stick – again just a few dabs to hold the 3 layers in place for stitching.
9.  With a large zigzag stitch, machine slowly (the counter is thick), the noughts and crosses shapes in place, through all 3 layers, reversing at the ends of the noughts and crosses to secure the stitches.
10.  Now machine all round the edge of the counters either with the large zigzag, or, 6mm in from the edge with a long straight stitch = stitch length 4.  Repeat for all 9 counters.
11.  To prepare the game board – using the one sheet of the greaseproof paper on the ironing board, and one on top of the vilene, iron the adhesive vilene, glue side down, onto the wrong side of the 30cm x 30cm shirt fabric.  Then using the glue stick, lightly stick the vilene side of this square to the denim 30cm x 30cm square.
12.  Fold the tape, ribbon or shoelace in half, so that it is 40cm long, and insert the folded end, at least 2cm in from the edge of the board, in between the layers, and 5.5cm down from one of the corners of the board.  
13.  As for the counters, machine all round the board, either with a large zigzag close to the edge, or, with a long straight stitch, 6mm from the edge of the board.  Double stitch over the tie tape to make sure it is secure.
14.  Divide up the board, into 9 sections, by machining 2 straight lines, 10cm apart, from top to bottom of the board one way, and top to bottom the other way, so that you have the grid pattern you usually draw for noughts and crosses.  Draw the lines in pencil first to ensure you get evenly spaced straight lines!  Again use a long straight stitch, on the machine.
15.  Prepare your game for travelling – fold up your board along two of the straight lines, one section with denim sides together, the other with shirt sides together. Then twice again round the other way to get the board folded to the size of one of the counters.
16.  Add the counters to your folded board to make a square bundle, and then separate the two bits of tape and tie around the board and counters , finishing with a bow.  Your game is ready for the road!  Enjoy playing with your friends and family!
